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Abstract

This research aims to study for the appropriate geosocial based sustainable
developement of 3 Royal Project Models comprised of Assam tea community (Pa
Mieng), Rice growing community (Mae La Noi and Thung Reong) and Opium
eliminated community (Mae Hae). The guidelines of this study based on the principle
implementation of royal project, the philosophy of sufficiency economy, and the
community food bank initiative which emphasizes on the participation of the
community and all parties involved.

Evaluation results of 4 pilot communities i.e Ban Pang Bong (Assam tea
community), Ban Dong and Ban Mae Kha Nin (Rice growing community), and Ban
Huay Kha Min (Opium eliminated community) found that each community has
developed to a great extent. The community can rely on themselves and also being
good health and get higher average level of education. They also have good practice
management guidelines for conservation and restoration of forest resources
constantly. However, to achieve a sustainable development model, there are some

points that should be studied further as appropriate to each geosocial community
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
