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Abstract

The research project “Research and Development of Hill tribe Women's Entrepreneurship
Skills on highlands” implemented by the Highland Research and Development Institute (Public
Organization), aims to test and develop processes for strengthening entrepreneurial knowledge
and skills among women’s groups in both agricultural and non-agricultural sectors. The project
seeks to enhance the economic and social capacity of highland communities to achieve
sustainable self-reliance. The study employed a mixed methods research design, combining
quantitative analysis using Data Envelopment Analysis (DEA) to assess the efficiency of 108
entrepreneurial groups, with qualitative research based on Participatory Action Research (PAR)
to extract lessons learned regarding success factors and to develop experiential learning
processes (learning by doing). The findings indicate that community enterprises tend to
demonstrate higher operational efficiency than cooperatives. Five outstanding case study
groups were identified: the Doi Lang Coffee Community Enterprise (Pang Ton Duea), Ban Mae
Wak Community Enterprise, Phop Phra Royal Project Highland Development Cooperative
Limited, Mae Charim Large-Scale Safe Vegetable Production Community Enterprise, and the
Community Enterprise for Product Development from Mak Tae Fruit. An analysis of five forms
of capital-human, social, natural resource, physical, and financial capital-revealed that key
success factors include strong leadership, participatory management practices, collaborative
networks with public and private sector organizations, and the application of local wisdom to
enhance product uniqueness and value addition. Furthermore, the implementation of the PAR
process with eight ethnic women groups demonstrated notable improvements in knowledge
related to marketing, management, and digital skills. These improvements contributed to
increased income, enhanced self-confidence, and strengthened the role of women within their
communities. Overall, the research highlights that entrepreneurial development in highland
areas requires collaborative learning, the integration of local knowledge with modern
technology, and sustained policy support systems. Such an approach is essential for advancing
sustainable community economic development in alignment with the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs), particularly those related to reducing inequalities and promoting

gender equality.
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
