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Abstract

The Study of Stage of Development in the Highland Community aims to justify the set
of indicators guided by the sufficiency economy, modified from the 26 indicators
developed by the National Economic and Social Development Board (NESDB) in 2017.
Then the indicators were further classified in 3 stages as the per the New Theory
principle comprising of initial stage covering food security of individual and household
(30 scores), advance stage that expands to wellbeing of collective groups and
environment (40 scores) and networking stage that incorporates collaboration of
different groups within community and other entities beyond (30 scores). The total
score of 90, 80, 70 and 60 reflects degree of community development ranging from
the most developed community A, B1, B2 and C respectively. The study also reveals
highest relevance of the indicators with the UN sustainable development goals on
poverty and hunger end, decent work, responsible consumption and production and
inequalities reduce. Micro finance and fund was also investigated to support the

highland community extending partnership with others.
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
