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Abstract

The Survey Project of Household Data in the Royal Project Area aims to study and
provide household data. The data include household economics basic data, land use and
farmer data system in the Royal Project area. This study use questionnaire to collect the
data that separates to 3 parts. The first part is basic household data. The second part is land
use data of any household. The last part is household economics data that includes
household income, saving money, household debt, animal feed in household, and
reforestation and wood using of household. The data are investicated and analyzed then set
to farmer data system. This project studies 20 areas of the Royal Project Development
Centers which include Watchun, Tungluang, Sangao, Phatung, Khongkheaw, Ganoi,
Measapok, Mokcham, Kunpea, Meatanuea, Prabathiutum, Khunvang, Huisompoi, Meahea,
Pangung, Inthanoon, Huilang, Pangka, Angkhang, and Pangda. The result found 14,273
households are surveyed while the total households in 20 areas are 22,605 households. The

surveyed households are calculated at 63.14 percentages of total households.
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
